2. Suffering for divine discipline (Heb. 12:5-11; Gal. 6:7). Solution: Rom 6:11-
14; 1 John 1:7-9.

3. Suffering due to the cursedness of this fallen world (Gen. 3:17-19; Rom.
8:21-22; 2 Cor. 12:7-10). Solution: (Rom 8:21-38).

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Principles:

1. While there is gratuitous suffering, no suffering needs to be gratuitous given
that God is always standing by draw good out of evil (comfort, greater
virtue, glorify God, and eternal rewards) regardless of the source of
suffering.

2. Just because suffering was not sent to glorify God does not mean that God
cannot be glorified by the way the sufferer handles the suffering.
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3.  While there is no guarantee of a GG in each specific case (gazelle in the
lion’s belly), there are general or overall GGs.

4. There will come a time when God will wipe away all tears and abolish pain,
suffering and death forever, Rev. 21:1-4; 22:1-4.
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general or overall GG like free will, responding properly to suffering for rewards, and the
ultimate end of all things, the New Heaven and New Earth.

A distinction must be made between what God can do with suffering
(further develop virtue and the EP), and a purpose for suffering.

A distinction must be made between God as the Ultimate Author of all that
is and all that takes place as the efficient cause and the formal causes of all
things. So, there is a sense in which God is involved in all things, but not
formally. Without God there would be no persecutors or fallen world or
even sin. To be sure, without God’s involvement in all things, there would
be no sin, yet He is not the formal cause of sin.

Rejection of meticulous providence does not compromise the classical view
of God or His sovereignty in any way.

Regardless of where the believer finds himself, he can always rest in the
confidence that the world is guided by a creation order designed and
sustained by an all-wise, all-good, and all-powerful God.

God is in absolute control in that He gives existence to all things (Acts 17:28;
Col. 1:17) and is providentially and intimately involved in the lives of all
human beings in the context of a fallen, broken, and broken world.
Moreover, He draws all men to Himself in common grace. However, unless
one seeks God, all suffering is gratuitous as well as damaging. Suffering as
such does more damage than good.
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
