People who are in a hurry to get out of the university and stat
earning money or serving the church or preaching the gospel have no idea
the infinite value of spending years of leisure conversing with the greatest
minds and souls of the past, ripening and sharpening and enlarging their
powers of thinking. The result is that the arena of creative thinking is vacate
and abducted to the enemy. Who among evangelists can stand up to the gre
secular scholars on their own terms of scholarship? Who among evangelics
scholars is quoted as a normative source by the greatest secular authorities
history or philosophy or psychology or sociology or politics? . ..
